• Written as a structured acrostic poem
• 22 sections each beginning with the 

different letters of the Hebrew alphabet
• It is the longest psalm 

instructions   laws   words   regulations   
statutes commands   decrees   promises’

Psalm 119:129-135
Your laws are wonderful. No wonder I obey them!

The teaching of your word gives light,
so even the simple can understand.

I pant with expectation, longing for your commands
Come and show me your mercy,

as you do for all who love your name.

Guide my steps by your word, 
so I will not be overcome by evil.

Ransom me from the oppression of evil 
people; then I can obey your commandments.

Look upon me with love;
 teach me your decrees.

TIME

Understanding scripture is not 
always immediate -meditating on it 
lets it sink into our hearts and souls 

rather than just our heads
Joshua 1:8 Psalm 1:2



Clarity of the Bible 
 

The Process of Understanding
STUDY 

The more mature we become the 
deeper our understanding

Psalm 119:33, Acts 15:7, Acts 15: 25 



Clarity of the Bible 
 

Yet when I am among mature believers, I do speak 
with words of wisdom, but not the kind of wisdom 

that belongs to this world or to the rulers of this 
world, who are soon forgotten. No, the wisdom we 

speak of is the mystery of God His plan that was 
previously hidden, even though he made it for our 

ultimate glory before the world began 
1 Corinthians 2:6-7

The Process of Understanding
EFFORT

Takes commitment =closeness 
…the gracious hand of his God was on him. This 
was because Ezra had determined to study and 

obey the Law of the Lord and to teach those 
decrees and regulations to the people of Israel.

Spirit to help, again deep understanding 
that transforms can come. 

Not our  emotions!
