EXTRA NOTES:

Hebrews develops the idea of rest (avamnavotg) more fully.

e Hebrews 4:1 - “the promise of entering his rest still stands.”

e Hebrews 4:4 - connects God’s rest to the seventh day of creation: “And God rested
(katenmavoey, from katapauo) on the seventh day from all his works.”

e Hebrews 4:8-9 - contrasts Joshua’s entry into Canaan with a greater, future rest: “So then,
there remains a Sabbath rest (capBpatiopog, sabbatismos) for the people of God.”

e Hebrews 4:10 - “whoever has entered God’s rest has also rested from his works as God did

from his.”

HERE, “REST” IS NOT JUST ABOUT A DAY OF THE WEEK OR THE LAND OF CANAAN — IT IS
THE ULTIMATE REST IN CHRIST, SHARING IN GOD’S FINISHED WORK AND ANTICIPATING

1. Come to Jesus (Matthew) — find soul-rest now
(anapausis).
2. Continue in faith (Hebrews) = enter God’s rest
; (katapausis).
3. Hope in eternity (Hebrews 4:9) — celebrate the
final Sabbath (sabbatlsmos)
